In every generation, there have been those who
sought to destroy the Jewish people. As the threat
from Israel’s immediate neighbours has diminished
in the last decades, new threats have arisen from
further afield. Is there a reason for this? We believe
there is, and that it is a spiritual reason. The Jewish
people are still the ‘apple of God’s eye. Corrie
ten Boom, who helped hide Jewish people from the
Nazis during the Holocaust, knew this verse from
Zechariah and lived by it. The Adversary opposes
God, and therefore opposes those that God cares
for. God still cares for the Jewish people, including
the Jewish people who live in the State of Israel. It
is His desire that all people everywhere should
repent (Acts 17:30).

There are those who believe that in preaching the
Gospel to Jewish people, we are committing
‘spiritual genocide. The fear is that this too could
lead to the destruction of the Jewish people. On the
contrary, the words that we speak are life and truth.
The Messiah that we lift up is the Messiah of Israel.
It is in Him that the Jewish people can truly become
alive. What a wonderful thing it is to see Jewish
people in Israel increasingly turning to Jesus, Yeshua,
and accepting Him not only as Messiah but also as
Lord and Saviour. It is our prayer that this wave of
the Spirit might also come to our shores, here on the
British Isles. It is to this end that we work and pray.

This month, we have chosen to highlight the
very real threat that Israel faces from Iran. It is
an increasingly real threat as Iran’s nuclear
programme advances and as they test missiles
that could easily reach the cities of Israel. It is
my hope that you will be a bit more aware both
of the dangerous situation, but also of the way
that God can work in the lives of individuals
who are affected by it. As we actively support
the work of Chosen People Ministries in Israel,
we need you to pray with us that in this dire
situation, God might turn evil to good. The
greatest good we can think of is the
reconciliation of individuals to their God.
